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In order to cover the area adeguately, Colonel Saunders by

October was sending out four plemes dally from Egpiritu and Henderson
Field. The four loft Espiritu at 0500, searched 1,000 miles between
294° and 524°, and then landed on Henderson Fleld. Next morning these
sane four B-17's would cover an arc 450 miles deep bebween 300° and
540°, in courses which carried them o within 50 miles of Rabaunl.
This method afforded efficient coverage, bub weather often provented
1t8 use and the group commander was "geiting to be an old man from
sweating the boya in. n%l In eny case, the Exprees ran on and ssarch
over southem Bougrinville was made more than ever hazardous when the
Jap drought down a fresh and highly tralned fighter unit to defend

Lt was not easy to hit the Express. The hostile forece did not

the Slot. It was a Sunday punch; good, bul not repeated, and the
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Bxpress ran on. To devlse a befter method of halting these shipments,
Admiral Ghormley called s conference at Zepiritu Santo.47 The B-17's

slender foree to meet Jap determination., Dut by impressing Helena,
Dungan, and Hefalla into Forman Secott's task foree, there were 2
hoavy cruisers, 2 lighis, and 5 destroyers to send ouit %o cover the
laf} flanl of the Army convoy en route up from Noumea..48 Late iz the
efternoon of 7 October Admiral Scott led out his force from Espiritu
and steamed on a northwesterly course for Remmell Island. Mis eyes
1 wore those of the B-17's, covering as always the Jap movemente
around Bougainville's southera tip. 2
By 11 October the search planes had their information. Shortly
after noon at 1345, COMAINWING One flaghed word that his planes from
Hendersgon had sighted 2 crulsers and 6 destrsyers, all boiling down
the 5lot for Guadalcanal and only 210 miles out. During the after-
noon, 4 waves of epemy planes roared over Hendersom. Approximately
75 alrcraft dug at the field; although the enemy lost 8 bombers plus
4 of the escort, he succecded ln hampering the long-range search.
Since nothing further was sighted, Admlral Scott approached his
action thiniting his opposition was substantial bub no larger than
the 8 vessels reported to him earlier in the day.é’g Despite lack of
information, the resulting Battle of Cape Esperance opened by Helens
at 2346 on 11 Cctober was a decisive success for Admiral Scott's

foree, The Jap was driven off with serlous losses; 3 crulsorge-

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maybe 4-w-and probably a transport commrised his losses. But the Jap
was ready to sccept such bemporary sethacks.

Search planes flylng up the Slot on the 12th saw visible evidence
of the damage inflicted upon the enemy. 50 gmg 31718 aaded to the
Jep's difficulties when lMaj. Narce Whiteker led 3 of his 723 Squadron
B~17's over Buke and Li. Col. Donald E. Ridings, 2 others. A total
of 40 x 100-1b. bombs cub dlagonally across the runway, destroying 10
aircraft on the ground, plus 1 of the 2 that abtecked.™’ Next day
Qolonel Saumders repeated the Buka mission., This time 6 planes sent
12 x 1,000-1b. bombs down on the strip to desbroy parked alrcraft,
then moved south to hit at the 36 ships gighted in Tonolei Harbor.
Zwenty-two S00-pounders went down on the transports, 1 of which
scored o direct hit; of the 26 fighters abttacking, 6 were shot down,
but before the planes returned to Henderson that night, 1 navigator
and 1 engineer had been killed in the actlon, 52

Back on Guadaleanal the Bettys had smashed all afternoon ot
Henderson, with only slight interference from the Marines' Grummans,
the P-39's, or the P-400's. The old P=400's crulsed around at 12,000
feet looking up at the Jap formetions at 30,000,while the new P.39%g
struggled wp to 27,000 and could go no higher; insufficient warning
had prevented the FAF's from making contact in force.” All the
fighters landed between 1330 and 1400, While they were on the ground
being refueled and rearmed, another wave of bombers came over o drop
their bombs at will., Thers were hits and casusliies, both on the
field and among the 164th Ianfantry, then dlszembarking at Iumnga Polnt.
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411 day the Seabees of tho 6th Battalion raced wp and down the
strip with thelr pre-cu} larston met and with thelr preloaded dump
. trucks, each ¢arrylng a load carefully measursd in advance to fit

Prodiglous effort barely kept the field in opera-
tion when Jap artlllery for the first time began to reglster on ona
end of the runway. This was ¥Plgtol Pete," of 111 repute to the men
around the airfield; when the P-400's prepared to take off to track
bim down, the mission suddenly was canceled. Scuttlebut gquickly
spread down the lineg--ng gas.ss

Sometime before mldnight on 13 October the ZExpress arrived, and
it wae a big one, Perhaps 2 battleships were there, with 1 1ight
erulser and 8 deagtroyers. First there was the sound of a smell
plane overhead, then the glare of 3 flares--red at the west end of
the strip, green at the east, and white in the center.

TFor 80 minutes
the furious borbardment cont!.nued.ss Heavy shells crashed inito the
gasoline storsge and an ammnitlon dump, while all over the field
the slreraft went uwp in clouds of smoke and flame, In hundreds of
foxholes and improvised bomb shelteras, men clung to the ground,
curgsing, praying, and In some cases, going oul of their minds, Past
mldnight and on into the early morning the shells continued to pour

.. into the area. Not watil 0315 did they siop, only to be replaced
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by enenmy bombers which flew over the fleld in £iighis of three and
. bombed untll norning. o7

Farly on the l4th amid the shambles of the field, Oclonel
Saunders led out his remaining B-17's, Although less than 2,000
feet of the runwey remained wsable, the bombers took off, drawing
70 inches of pressure to do it~-buf they zot off and not a cylinder
blew o'm;.58 Two of the original 15 plones had been hit by shrepnel
and were abandoned; officers of the 67th Fighter Squadron, acting oh
instructions from lMarine headquarters, went through these two bombers
to desiroy the radio equipment, maps, charts, and confidential papers,
end removed the two Norden sights for concaalment.sg Two other
bombera were left behind due %o lack of maintenance and spars paris.
Henderscn was useless for 3-17's, Over a month was to pass befors
they eould retu.m.so

¥hen the heavy bombers had gone, four Favy dive Dombers were
left in commigsion to stop the Japanese task forces now able to shell
Henderson out of axistence.el And %o make matters worse, Pigtol Pete
was back agaln, His first shells fell short, dut his accuracy im-
proved during the day. The shells came over irregularly, perhaps twe
every 15 minutes, but as fast as the Seahbees tackled one erater,
another shell would éig at the same spot, scatbering men and equip-
ment. Fevertheless, the men of the 6th Seabees filled, tamped, and

laid thelr mat, and for a time were able to keep the fileld, or part

. of 1%, in usable condltion. Between the bursts, four P-400!s were
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hung with 100-1b, bombe. The pilots, parachutes sirapped on, walted
. in a near-by foxhole. OUne at a time betweon explosions they wounld
make & dash for thelr plane, but not always could they reach the
alrcraft before the next choll wan on its way. Dosplite the efforts
of the Jap artillcrymen, the P~400's got off, with the shalls
literally openlug up new craters under the tall surfaces as the
plmnes went erazily down the runwsy. But they dld not lmock out
Pete. The Jap guns were numerous, very well concealed, and were
frequently shifted; ladtof fuel canceled further efforts to locate
6
then on this dny. 2 Every drop of gas was saved for fighter defense,.
Jup pressure was relentless, His bombers and fighters struck hard
at 1154 and agein at 1303, both times without warning and without
intercention. The bomb craters eould be filled, but Pistul Pete
puncbured the mat too frequently; the Seabees foll bekind in their
race wlth tha artillery and in the afterncon of 14 Cetober, Eenderson
Fleld wae out of o;pe'z:an.iii.on.65 The situation was desperate and the
Yarine commanders kmew it. A Harine eolonel vigited the 67thls
area, In words reminliscent of the Phillppines he warned the pi.].otm:s4
We don't kmow whether we!ll be able to hold the field or not.
There'e a Jeopenese task foree of destroyers, cruisers and troop
$ransports headed our way. Ve have enough gasoline left for one
uiesion against them. Load your elrplanes wlth bombs and go oub
with the dlve bombers and hit them, After the zam is gone
wo'lll have to let the ground troops take over. Then your
officers and men will attach yourselves to gsome Infantry oub-
fit. Cood luclk and good-bye.
Providentially in September the Seabees had lald ocut a grass strip

some 2,000 yards digtant and parallel with Henderson. This field was
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rough and short, bul 1t supported the lizht plames during these
critieal dasrs.ss At 1445 on the afternoon of the 14th four P-39's,
each with a 300-1b, bomb, and three 0ld P-400's loaded with 100-1h.
bombs took off with four SBD's to sirike at a Jap task force off
Santa Issbel Island. Six transports were strung out in line astern,
well. sereenod by crulsers and desftroyers; when attacked they threw
p heavy AA fire, maneuvered violently, and not & hit was scored wpon
them by any of the improvisged or regtlar dive bombers. 66 Thng more
precious gas was spent and the enemy force moved down toward
Guadaleanal, Two hours later the same planes went off azadn on the
same misslion. Meanwhile, someone remembered the abandoned B-17's,
Gasoline siphoned out of the two bombers provided enocugh for one more
migeion., This time even the "P-400 klunkers® were loaded with one
$00-1b. bomb, with which they staggered and wobbled from the runway.
But they made it end clesred the field, The mlssion cost the 67th
one plane over the task forces, which received two hits from the dive
bombers, and enother when the flight returred to Henderson after
darik, In landing, ons pilot ran off the runway to erash into a pile
of metsl matting, vhore his pleme crushed a Marine field at'hendant.67
Fever before and never again did the Jep succeed so well in
destroying alroraft grounded on Guadalcanal ass during these mide-
Octobexr nighte.sa His Express ron again on the night of the 14th
and by morning there was not much left of Henderson Field. Fortumately,
the shelling had been of shorter duratiom than on the terrible night
of the 13th. PT boats had contributed to 2 premature withdrawal of
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the warships, but during the night five transporte anchored offshore
only 10 miles from Henderson field where troops and suppliem still
were belng unloaded, Here were prime targets for the torpedo planes
end the strafers., DIub there wers no torpedo planes and no gas for
the 67th's s'hrafers.eg

Gas was on the way, 1f the defenders of the fleld comld hoid out.
By mid~morning of the 15th 1t had begun to arrive, ferried in by
G-47's. All day long the big transports came in from Espiritun, each
with about 12 drums--onough to keep 12 planes in the air for 1 hour,
Ag each plane landed from 1ts 640-mile flight from Espiritu, it
braked to a skiddlng stop, the drums were rolled out on the ground,
and immediately the transport took off again. Pistol Pete saw to
that. Zver while the transports were ferrying in their fuel, the
Marines scoured the beachhead for any stray cache of fuel which
might have been overlooked or forgotten in one of the widely diespersed
dunps, By the end of the day more than 400 drums had been located.’®

Yow that gos was avellable there was foverish activity atong
the ground crews. Battered planee were patched up, pilots belted
thelr owvn ammunition, and armament crews shouldered the backbreaiking
task of bowbing wp the planes without bomb carts. Hoisting a 500-1b.
bombd on a trvek bed required 10 men. The bombs were haunled %o the
vicinity of the plane and rolled through the mud into position, where
ag nany men as space would permlt crowded under the planes' bellies
. to fit them Into the racks, And all this on an empty stomach--hard

tack and cold haghhad been the only food for more hours then the men

Down the beach there were targets, plenty of them, Eight miles
distant, between Kolumbona and Dome Reef, five enemy transporis snd
elght DD's were pouring ashore upwards of 10,000 troops of the Second

Divigion; 71

this was no longer herassment or infiltration--it was
invesion in fores. A1l day on the 15th the SBD'g with 4the P-38's

end P-400's of the 67th dive-bombed and strafed the ships and men
slong the shore. AL fire was heavy and the Jap meintalned a constant
patrol of Zerovs over the convey, but the results achieved by the 87th
vera encouraglng. Ome pllot got a2 probable hif, two others scored
hits which demeged two transports, while a2 fourth landed a beautiful
direct hit on 2 transport which cauvght fire, exploded, and sank. In
addition, there was time to knook down one flghter, but the operations
cost one pllot.?z That night there was more shslling, an hour of 1it,
This time the Jap had lost some of his transports; three of them were
blazing hulks on the morning of the 16th,

The task now was to destroy as many as possible of the men and
supplles which had been landed and concentrated along the beach and
backk in the edge of the jungle. Thus the dsys that followed saw a
weary succession of missions which ghuttled down to Kokunbona and back
to ‘Henderson for rearming and refueling, On the 16%4h, the olé P-400!s
and the P-39's made seven separate attacks on the Kokumbona area,73

bombing, straflng, and harassipog the Jap with no resplte. There was

. no reet for the ground erews either. By day the Jap still was
bombing the fleld while by nlght he contirved to shell it, using
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even the deck guns on hls sutmarines, The 6§7th'cs pleanes were wear-
. ing out. On one mission four P-400's were sent out. The first

carried a homb, but only ons of its machline guns would fanetlon; the
second had a bomd but no machine guns In woxkiag order; the third
end fourth plenes had most of thelr guns in commission but carried
no bombs., Vhy were they sent out in this condition? "Well, they
would acare hell oubt of the Jeps anywey--keep them running. HMaybe
some of them would bresk thely necks diving into holes. a4

The Jar was investing heavily in Guadaleanal; to meet him, re-
inforcements began to Teach the Marines, On 13 October the 164th
Reglumental Combat Tean of the Americal Division went ashore to
bolster the Marires, and 1t was a timely arrival.75 To help out the
weary flgater planes on Henderson, six B-17's cawe vp from Espiritu
the next day to atrike at the transports and thelr escorts along the
beach, but darkmess prevented locating this force in Indispensable
Strelt--nor wae the target at 1ts reported position. Or the 15%th,
11 bombers tried again; this time they found the ghips. One trans.
port already wes afire, probably from dive-bomber attack on the pre-
viocus afternoon; 49 x 500-nounders from the heavy bombers possidly
damaged another: in addition, they hit a warship (probabdly a light
erviser) and set it afire. The Jzp hud provided Zero cover for the
unloading operatlon, but nearly half of his force of 20 wase shot down.
The B-17's, badly damaged, all Tecrossed the 640 miles to Zspiritu.’o

. The enemy's troops had gone ashore, and althoungh they had sacrificed

much of thelr heavy equipment, Henderson Fleld now wes only precariously
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in American haunds, ZEven while the B-17's were over Kokumbona, an

eneny destroyer stood offshore and shelled the bomber strip. Hender-~
. gon Fleld was out for the present.w Reval and Marine alreraft were

inzctive, although the P-400's carried on from the grass strip.

The Japahese apparently were optimistic over the outcome, for s
German broadeast, relying wpon & Tokyo report, snnounced Japanese
capture of two important alrflelds from U, 5. forces in the Solomons.78
Not quite, perhaps, but very close, The lavy had revealed on 16
October that more enemy troops and equipment had landed and that the
fleld was under naval fire, but little beyond that., A hint of the
highly eritical sliuatlion lay in the statenment of Sscretary Xnox
that he “hopes and expects” that Guadaleansl ecounid be held.'{g A
fuller and surprisingly accurate snalysls was pregented to the publie
by the New York Tlmes' commenbtator Charles Hurd, who assumed that de-

fensive alr povwer at Henderson had been overwhelmed. 80

S0 1t was, but
only temporarily. Prodiglous effort soon had erased the pock marks
frow the alr strip and the public was informed that the field was in
use on both 18 and 17 October, but this was a Dit opiimistic to tne
men on the gpoi. IFnemy artillery contimued to harses the bomber strip
which was still out of operation on 22 Octoner.al
Degplte all his losses--both of aircraft over Henderson and of
shins ont iIn the Slot--the Jap eontinued to send down the Express.
I% came through on the 16th, the 18th, and the 20th; although the
. ships were not transports, destroyers and crulsers fed the units

ashore with forehoding and monotonoue regularity. Enemy bombers hit
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the fleld almoat daily, and =11 along the line there was evidence

that Japanese presesure was increasing., Search planes revealed a
. growing concentration of combat vessels and cargo ships in the

Horthorn Solomons and in the Eobaul area. An enemy submarine prowl-

ing alongz the supply line into Guadalcenal hit Chesgter, while converted

carriers moved down on the 15th to send thelr plenes against a convoy

headed for Guadalca.nal.gg On the ground Jap patrols were tesiing

llarine and Arny forses along the Matanikau while fresh artillery

took wp the shelllng of Henderson Field,

The Jap possessed impressive surface strangth, but COMSOPAC

could only gmesa at its approximate nmature. He did know that 1t ‘was

necegsary te scrape the Paclilc for every available plane and ship to

meet the aniicipated thrust., On the surface there was but one battle-

ship (¥Washington) and ons carrier (Horpet) with an attendant pair of

beavy and light crulsers. 3But back in Hawall, freshly repaired

Fanterprise and new South Dakots were ready to move out from the

dock yards with thelr escorts. On 18 October the forece left Pearl
Harbor for the South Pacific and 1t was high speed all the wa.y.as
In the nir COMAIRSOPAC needed all the heavy bombers he could find.
Cn 15 Octoher, General FEmmons had been instructed to relieve the
veteran and worn 19%h Group, then in Aunstralla, with the fresh 90th
equipped with 3-24'3.84 As the sguadrons of these iwo units passed
across the Pacific islands, some were stopped to provide a reserve
for the Bth and 1lth Growps., The firat squadron of 12 planes of the

. 90th Group was dlrected to move o Australie, the second was assigned
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to Hew Caledonla for temporary duty, and the third as well was
evthorized to move to the South Pacific to relnforce the heavy-
bomber strength wnder Admiral Fitch 1f CINCPAC so desired.3% To
further strengthen the South Paeifie, on 26 October movement of the
19%¢h Group back to Hawali was halted by Adniral Halsey, who held all
usable B-17's at Fiji to meet the current emergency. 86 MHovement of
tha 90%th Group began on 19 October when 12 B-24's left for Australia,
Yoxt dey mdditional reinforcements moved out for New Caledonla; 20
of 25 fighter pllote scheduled for General Harmon's fighter squadrons
left Hawall in an L?B-SO.S? The second unit of the group to move out
was the 32lst Squadron, which left Hawall with eight B-24's on 26
October.

Helsey had contacted General Macirthur as to the latter's need
for addlilonal B-24's, and a reply on 28 October indicated the planss
were neefded in Australia but that aircrews would require training in
night operations. A further reason for delaying part of the S0th was
the faet that heavy rains in the Moresby area had seriously erippled
heavy~bombardment operations, which led Gensral Kemmey to believe
that for the moment the planes could be employed more effectively in
the South I’aciﬂc.aa

In eddition to these reinforcements, on 27 October General
HacArthur was directed to send eigat P-38's immediately to the
South Pagifie. He was reluctant to let these planes go in view of
. General Harmon's information that Henderson was inoperable for most

types of planes and that there were no belly tanks or mechanics there
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at Guadaleanal, Nevertheless he held three B-17's and eight P-38's
standing by to mske the flight, desplte stronz doudbte that the P-33's
would overcome the prevailing headwinds oxr even maintain visusl contact
with thelr escort. General Marshall believed that these planes would
be unfit for action by the time of their arrival; wpon his suggestion,
General MacArthur was instructed to hold them on call from General
Harmon. 8

Already in September, 15 P~38's had been diverted from Australia
to the South Pacifie, and by 20 October most of thess had heen ngsen—
bled and were flying. Genoral Harmon could report the presence of
6 good P~-38 pllots with about 100 hours each and absut 10 "real good®
pilots wnder tralning. He felt :bhat these should provide a "hight
11%tle flight soon,” but he d1d not ilntend to move the unit uwp to
Guadaleanal untll both Colonel Strother and Major McNeese, the
squadron conmander, agreed that 1t was ready and untll Henderson
Fiald was secure from ghell fire.go The fleld was not secure and no
P-38's reached Henderson in October to joln the fighter defenses,

To support the surface forces, COHSOPAC had at his disposal on
Espiritu Santo a total of approximately 85 patrol planes and heavy
bombers. Up on Guadalcanpl the Marines had ready for combat 1 7BF
end 16 SBD'g, but less than half of the total mumber of fighter planes
on the island were ln flylng condition on the 26th; only 18 F4F!s,
P=39'a, and P=-400's were ready.gl Alone, this strength was not
encugh; but far to the northwest General Kenney's planes were haras-

sing Jap preparations for the great thrust by hammering at Rabaul,
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and on 24 October Enterprise had jolned Hormet northeast of Zspiritu.
By day enemy bombers hlt Guadalcanal harder than ever befors,
. althongh the Grunmansg nade 1t 2 costly business, In one raid on the
234, 16 vombers and 25 fighters came over, to be intercepted by 24
¥4F.4's ond 4 P-39's, The action was brief and decisive; when it
was over the lMarines had shot down 20 Zeros and 2 of the bombers,
without loss %o themaelves.ga But Jap plana wsre inflexibdle,

Even prior to the carrier actlion, Japanese ground forces threw
themselves agalnst the Marine and Army defense lires around the alr
strips. The enemy had planned a simultanecus attack from a point
along the coast and from another south of the airfield, Originally
both attacks were scheduled for the 234, bubt owlng elther to 1n-
abllity to reach the designnted positions in time or to misunder-
standing of oriers, the southern wmit 4i1d not attack until 2 days
later, enabling tha defenders to concentrate sgainst each one
geparetely, 93 The first assault came on the 234 as schedumled, and
1t was no patrol action, This time there were tanks--10 of them-
and artillery end thousands of fresh troops to throw againgt the
Marines end the Army defenders, Four times the Jap beat agalnst
the 1st and 24 Battalions of the Sth larines, dug in along the
Hatanikauw, and four times he was stopped. Half~tracks with 75's
pleked off the tanis one by one as they attempted to eross the river;
with the tanks many hundreds of enemy iroops were lost.94

At dawn on the Mth stlll ancther atterpt was made. To meet it

. the P=400's were up to bomh and strafe the enemy lines snd once
ageln the enenmy attack falled, All through the day the Jap continued
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his asegaults, pushing at the Hataniltau; now he was free of alr attacks,

for heavy rains which began at 1630 had grounded all planes. Very
early on the morning of the 25th snother Express was offshore, bring-
inz in relnforcementia, while over Henderson Fleld 5 Zeros arrived

at 0800 to elrele above the strip, makking no effort to stirafe it.,
Soon they were jolnmed by 7 more plus a medium bomber, all apparently

walting for the anticipabed landing siemal. >

It did not come. In-
stead, 8 Grummans left the muddy field and shot them down. HMoreover,
as the mud dried, heavier planes could take off, During the after-
noon 4 separate attacks by SBD'gs and P.39's wers delivered agninst
the 2 crulsers and 2 desiroyers 1n the Express. At 1420, Lis. Dinn,
Furnell, and Jacobeen in P-39's caught the ships northesst of Florida
Island, barely missing them wlth their 500-1b. bombs. Two hours
later these 3, with Captaln liitchell, were back again. This time
Lt, Jacobgen put his bomb squarely on the heavy cruiser.gs Kear
nisses on the light crulser added to the damage and both vessels
moved slowly off, trailing large oil slicks asbern.

Back on Guadalcanal another thrust was yet to come, for now
the enemy was in a position to make hls atteck from the south, Hare
he struck along the Lunga Ridge, south of the fighter strlp, where
the perimeter was held by the thin line of the lst Battalion, 7th
Marines (Lt., Col. Lewis B. Puller). On the night of 24 October,
shrieking, yelling Japs of the 29th Infantry Regiment attacked in
waves, repeating thelr charges throughout the night. Early on the
morning of the 25th, the 3d Batitallon of the Ameriecal's 164th
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Infantry (Lt. Col. R, K. Hall) arrived on the line to relnforce
iChesty” Puller's men. Xow, on Guadalcanal's ®Dugout Sunday,?
lMarines and Army $roops, the latter in thelr first combat with the
Jap, together repulsed the final assault, The Jap took his losses,
re-formed, then reopened his attacks on Sunday night, aimingz them
now against the Army battalion. Colonel Hall'sg men held firm. The
eneny could not break through the perimeter, degpite all his efforts
that night and on into the Monday morning, In small strength he
reached the crest of the ridge, then fell back. $ix hundred enemy
dead lay in front of the Army's battalion alone, hundreds more in
front of the Marines; none had come closer thanl mile to the fighter
strip., With daylight three P-400's and two P-38's joined in the
rout of the enemy by bombing and strafing the area south of the
fizhter strip.w But there wers fresh Jap troops ashore who could
cerry on agalnst the tired defense llnes. Alr defense was operating
wnder very seriouns handlesps, while steaming down from Truk wes a
powerful Jap forece, the greatest yet marchaled azainat the American
positions in the Solomons.

The pearchers were out from Esplritu, both B-17's and PBY'g,
Over sast of Malaita, Lt. Mario Sesso of the 5th Growp, who was out
on hls firgt mission in the area, found one section of a task force
on the afternoon of the 25th. He clung to his contact, developlng
it unitil his report covered a batitleshipn, several cruleers, desiroyers,

and poesibly a carxier. Afier he had observed the enemy ships for
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over a half-hour, seven carrier-borne Nagoys Zeros engaged Sesso's

. B-17 in a2 running fight but they could not shoot 1t down, desplte
complete failure of lts lower turret and loss of onme gun in both tail
and wpper turrets. One Zero blew apart in its frontel attack--one
whick cost the life of the B-17!'s bomberdier--and later two others
fell away smoking; Sesso'r information got through to GOMSOPAG.QB
Other search plenes revealed sinilar forces converging on Guadalcanal—-
dastroyers, cargo vessels, battleships.

Search reports reaching Admiral Halsey revealed 8 heavy forces,
ineluding 4 carriers, 4 ER's, and 8 CA's, 21l in the area northeasst
of the Santa Cruz Islends, Here 1% was thet the planes from Horneb
and Interprige fought out the air action kmown as the Batile of Sants
Cruz Islands or 26 Ocbober. Againet one of the enemy's surface
forees, 11 B-17's were sent wp from Espiritu, Nine reached the
target area to find a battleship with 2 destroyers, but the 30
bonibs dropped from 20,000 feet achleved only close misses agsinst
the rapidly moving vesssels, A second flight of 5 bombers, out after
the same teek force, contacted a better one. Three BB's and 2 heavy
erulaers were the targets, but the bombe from the 4 attacking plenes
all migsed from 17,000 feet.gg

The effect of the alr action on the Jap was not determined. He
had taken heavy damoge on one of his best carrviers, on some of hig

latest heavy cruisers, even on &n old battleship, but 1t was "unlikely

. that the damege suffered by the Jepanese in the Batile of Santa Cruz
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Islande was immediately instrumental in saving Guadslcanal, w200

. Certainly it was a costly battle for Admiral Halsey. The enemy
retired in damaged condlitlon, tut he had csused the loss of Horpet.
Only one damaged carrier, Enterprise, remained to COMSOPAC,

1f the Jap advence had been predicated upon capture of Henderson
Filold--as the Navy believed~-then the Marines, the Americal's 164th
Regiment, and the few planes on Henderson had sgaved the day, 104
Henderson Field, though crippled, was s$ill in American hands. Its
dlve bombers, torpedo bombers, and P-38'e¢ could hwrt any surface
force approaching. The enemy knew thig; he retired and in 3 weeks
wag back again wlth weapons which he folt would secure possession
of the fisld--infantry units.

Thus another battle for Guadslcanal ended., After the Japaness
rotirement, the B~17's returned to their delly mesrch pattern. By
27 October General Harmon felt that the immedlate crislis has passed
and that the sltuation did not necessitate immediate emergency dis-
patek of any additional heavy bombardment unite from the mainland.

He now bad 47 B-17's avallable of whick 35 were ready for combat on
the 26th. BEight B-34's were en route from Eawail and 7 B-17's of the
19th Grovp
